Overall, as marijuana use increases, student perceptions of marijuana use as wrong or risky decreases. Use of other
substances also increases as marijuana use increases.

Associations with Mental Health and Other Risk Behaviors
As frequency of recent marijuana use increases, indicators of suicidality, feelings of hopelessness and other risk
behaviors increase.

2 Interpreting the Data: These tables demonstrate the association between marijuana use and other behaviors. It is important to
remember that YRBS data does not indicate causality. Thus, we cannot say that marijuana use causes a student to use other substances or
experience other risky behaviors, only that there is a correlation between frequency of marijuana use and these behaviors and perceptions.
