0 In U.S. data, age adjustment is used for comparison of regions with varying age
breakdowns. In order to remain consistent with the methods of comparison at a
national level, statistics in Vermont were age adjusted. The estimates were adjusted
based on the proportional age breakdowns of the standard U.S. population in 2000.

0 Note that beginning in 2011 the CDC implemented changes to the BRFSS weighting
methodology in order to more accurately represent the adult population. In 2011
and later, weights are calculated using an iterative proportional fitting (or "raking”)
methodology. This allows the weights to be calculated using a smaller sample size,
adjusts for more demographic variables, and incorporates cell phone interview data
into estimates. While these adjustments make the calculations more representative of
the population, the changes in methodology also limit the ability to compare results
from 2011 forward with those from previous years. The Vermont Department of
Health recommends that comparisons between BRFSS data from 2011 forward and
earlier years be made with caution. Statistical differences may be due to
methodological changes, rather than changes in opinion or behavior.
