Confidence Intervals were used for statistical comparisons between the
state and the various sub-geographies. A confidence interval represents
the range in which a parameter estimate would fall, which is calculated
based on the observed data. For this analysis, we used a 95% confidence
interval, meaning that we are 95% confident that the true value of the
parameter being examined falls within the specified confidence interval.
Statistical significance is assessed by comparing the confidence intervals of
different groups. If the confidence intervals from two groups, such as that
for the state and a specific county, do not overlap we consider the
estimates to be significantly different from one another.
