Syndromic Surveillance

The Electronic Surveillance System for the Early Notification of Community-based Epidemics
(ESSENCE) reflects all visits from participating emergency departments (ED). The chart below shows
a rolling seven-day average of all ED visits in Vermont hospitals that include a COVID-19 diagnosis
(emergency and non-emergency, in- and outpatient visits).

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Virus Concentrations and Trends - Wastewater Monitoring

Concentrations are declining or are remaining at lowerlevels at most sites including Montpelier,
EssexJunction and South Burlington (see chart below), and Middlebury and St. Albans (data not
shown). Some week-to-week fluctuation is expected.

Montpelier, South Burlington and Essex Junction wastewater districts participate in
WastewaterSCAN. The graph below shows COVID-19 levels and trends over time in these districts.
