* All public schools and a select number of independent schools are invited to
participate

 The data is reliable, and prior to Vermont analysts receiving the data, the CDC
runs over 100 consistency checks to ensure the reliability and validity

Methodology

 Between 2016-2022, about 23% of people who delivered babies who were
not low weight at birth were randomly selected for this survey.

 Some of those people who delivered babies considered low weight at birth
were sampled.

* Also a partnership with CDC

84 questions were asked
« 64 were CDC core questions

* De-identifiable survey is mailed to individuals 3-4 months after delivery
* Three paper mailings
 Contacted up to 10 times in a span of 95 days

Phase 8 had an average response rate of 62%
